FALCONER HOUSE

The proposal to convert Falconer
House (formerly Marathon) in the
gardens next to St . John'
into a world standard hospice,
prompts a report on the Falconer
family, after whom the house derives
its name. The patriarch of the family,
William Rose Falconer, arrived in
Tasmania in 1855 to be the first man-
ager of the new Hobart Gas Company
and, later, the Director of Public
Works. In a “Letter to the Editor”
Mercury, 1945, his daughter, Ella,
stated that he designed Franklin
Square, including the water feature
below the statue of Sir John Franklin.
She also stated that the statue is a
duplicate of that in Trafalgar Square.
Falconer had married Harriet James
in 1864 and had two daughters, Ella
(1865) and Gertrude (1867). Fal-
coner died in 1869. For his funeral,
public offices in Hobart closed early.
His widow remarried William Bone,
flour miller of Richmond, and a son,
Percy, was born in 1874. She died in
1892. It is not clear where the family
lived, but, by the early 1900s, Ella
owned the land in Cascade Road
upon which Marathon was built. The
siblings eventually lived in the house.
Percy Bone, a solicitor and respected
yachtsman, died in 1923. Gertrude
died in 1951 (aged 84 years), found
drowned in a water tank on the site.
Ella died in 1954 (aged 89 years).
Falconer House was later used as a
nurses home for St . John
and, later, as consulting rooms around
1990. The trees in the front garden
are of heritage significance, being on
the HCC’s Significant Tree Register.
