BROADBAND OVER 

POWERLINES 
Many people in South Hobart would 

have received an invitation to 

participate in the Broadband over 

Powerlines  (BPL) trial that Aurora 

Energy  started over 26 months 

ago.  The areas covered included 

Mt. Nelson, South Hobart, Tolman’s 

South Burnie.  This technology has 

the potential to cause substantial 

interference to the high frequency 

radio spectrum (3-34 MHz), and has 

been affectionately described as 

“radio spectrum smog”.  It has 

already been  proven to have caused 

substantial interference in the Mt. 

Nelson trial, according to an

ANN GRADYS COTTAGE

The winning property of the 2006 

Streetscape Competition has a 

fascinating history, and a dash of 

serendipity too!  Although it looks 

l i k e  a  s t an d a rd  Ge o rg i an 

weatherboard cottage, it utilises a 

building form, common in Germany at 

the time, known as  “brick  nogging”, 

where a wooden frame work is in-

filled with brick, lathe and plaster 

applied to the interior walls, and 

weatherboards are fitted to the 

exterior.  The original cottage, built 

in 1835, comprised only three rooms.  

Other rooms were added in the 

1860s and a skillion added about 

1880.  Seven convicts worked (and 

lived!) in the 1860s extension.  More
