THE OLD OAK TREE 

The Resource Management & Appeal 
Tribunal (RMPAT) has just handed 

down its decision in favour of 

allowing the Hobart City Council to 

severely lop the much loved 150 year

-old oak tree, which is located in the 

grounds of The Hermitage (251 

Davey Street). The decision by the 

Tribunal is not entirely unexpected 

given the increasingly dysfunctional 

nature of this organisation.  The 

Tasmanian Heritage Council , 
supported by the South Hobart 
Progress Association Inc. and the 

South Hobart Residents’ Traffic 
Management Committee argued 

against allowing the tree pruning 

partly on the grounds that the tree 

had many historical links to South 

Hobart, being the gateway to the 

suburb as it is framed by All Saints’ 

Church on the other side of 

Macquarie Street.  Further, the tree 

is sited on the very location where 

the famous nineteenth century 

artist, Skinner Prout had his home, a 

painting of which (with the tree 

showing) is located in the State 
Library of Tasmania.  There is 

strong feeling in the community that 

this extra slip-lane is not necessary, 

and that such severe lopping may 

have long-term effects on the tree.
