original cottage.   Bernard O’Grady 

conducted a harness leather 

business from the property, 

employing seven convicts who not 

only worked but lived on the site, 

obviously in the second structure.  

The builder, Bob Voss, found the 

original sections of the 1835 

cottage, the 1860s additions by 

Helen’s ancestors, and the skillion, 

which was added around 1880 by 

the Elley family, who lived in the 

house at the time.  The head of the 

family was a carpenter. [More to come.]

THE REAL SPIRIT OF 

CHRISTMAS 

The real spirit of Christmas is a 

desire to sacrifice for others, to 

render service and to possess a 

f e e l i n g  o f  u n i v e r s a l 

brotherhood.  It consists of a 

willingness to forget what you have 

done for others, and to remember 

what others have done for you; to 

ignore what the world owes you . . .

you for a place to sow a few seeds 

of happiness, and go your way 

unobserved. 

Hobart, which showed the building.  

Helen managed to locate the 

property using maps, old colonial 

plans of Hobart, and by taking 

measurements herself whilst her ten 

year-old son tried to look 

inconspicuous and unrelated in the 

car.  Measurement required her to 

translate perches into metres!  

There were four blocks just ten 

feet wide.  [Up until recently, when a 

controversial modern building, which 

now overshadows this historic 

property, was built, it was possible 

to see the four properties, each 

with a small cottage on it.  The 

Hobart City Council wantonly 
demolished one at 241 Macquarie 

Street a few years ago.  The brick 

cottage at 239 Macquarie Street 

probably replaced another colonial 

weatherboard cottage in the 1950s.  

But there is another surviving 

cottage; see whether you can locate 

it for yourself.]  Helen discovered 

that it was for auction in just three 

days time.  She was the successful 

bidder, after the price was pushed 

up to $72,000 by an antiques dealer, 

who wanted the doors!  She bought 

it from a Miss Essen, who had owned 

it since 1955.  Helen’s great, great-

grandmother was (Anne) Honora 

O’Grady née Hayes.  She was 

married to Bernard O’Grady in 1812 

back in England, but was transported 

to van Dieman’s Land on the 

Catherine Forbes  for ten years 

service.  She would have been taken 

initially to the Female Factory on 

arrival in Hobart Town.  The father, 

daughter, Catherine, and son came 

out on separate ships.  The title 

deed to the property was actually 

held in her son’s name, as convicts 

were not allowed to own property.   

The original cottage was a simple 

structure of only three rooms.  From 

the picture taken from West 

Hobart, Helen could see that there 

was another structure behind the 

gourmet produce delicatessen fruit 

vegetables herbs  spices organics  

 fresh meats seafood specialty 

breads patisserie salads flowers 

take home meals bbq chickens 

fresh sushi wines platters
