SOLDIERS MEMORTAL
AVENUE (SOLDIERS WALK)

Of the approximately 480
original plantings, 17 represent men
who gave their place of residence as
South Hobart. For those interested
in visiting the Walk, the following

133, 134, 244, 263, 312, 320, 333,
352, 373 & 486. The Friends of
Soldiers Walk, organised by Mr.

FAMOUS LOCALS - II
Charles John Eady (1870-1945)
At the time of his death in 1945, at
the age of 75, C.J, Eady resided at
23 Weld Street, a prominent house,
now in the form of flats. [The
house next door (No. 25) was built
on the garden of Eady's house.]
Eady was one of Hobart's most well
-known citizens, with interests in
many aspects of Hobart life. He is
best known for his skills in the
sport of cricket. He was involved in
cricket at a time when Tasmania
was very prominent on the
Australian scene in the vyears
around 1900. A tall, well-built man,
he was a fast bowler, but was
equally at home with a bat in his
hand. Following good performances
at club & state level, he was
selected for the Australian team to
tour England in 1896. At local level,
his performances were legendary,
highlighted by a score of 566,
which is still recognised as the
highest individual score by a player
in senior cricket in the world. Eady
was also an excellent footballer and
administrator in football, racing &
lifesaving. He was a well-known
lawyer and was elected to the
Legislative Counci/ in 1925,
becoming President in 1944. Eady's
exploits are well recognised at the
Tasmanian Cricket Museum &
Library at Bellerive Oval, open to
